




  

 

 




   

 


 

It’s time for the 2021 Belmont Stakes, which is one of 
the biggest racing days of the entire year! Once 
again, we're giving you our EXACT race-by-race 
wagering plans for each of the 9 stakes races on the 
Saturday card at Belmont. This will be the fifth time  
we’ve done one of these articles, and currently have  
a solid 41.2% ROI for all the articles combined!  

The Dudes have invested $400 for the weekend, but 
be sure that you don't bet more than you can afford 
to lose. Here we go! 

We’ll kick it off with a great race, but a short field, 
which makes it tough to make money. We both like 
#3 Jackie’s Warrior and #4 Dream Shake, so we’ll 
box them in a small exacta and move on to the next 
race. 

This race we don’t really have a strong opinion, so we 
didn’t invest a lot of money. We both like #8 
Tizamagician, and Jared likes #7 Ajaaweed, who 
could provide value. We kept it simple again with a 
small exacta box using these two horses. 

This is going to be a pretty competitive event, but 
like the Woody Stephens, the short field hurts your 
potential value. We both love #6 Search Results and 
#4 Dayoutoftheoffice, so we played them in the top 
two spots in a trifecta. We then singled #2 
Obligatory in the third spot, hoping she can pick off 
tired horses late and round out the trifecta.   

It’s hard to believe, but this turf sprint seems to have 
very little early pace. If that happens, #6 Bound for 
Nowhere should have a great chance to take this 
field gate to wire. Even if he gets out to a bad start, 
he’s proven he can win from off the pace as well, so 
we believe he is a strong win play here.

With the scratch of #1 Swiss Skydiver and #2 
Valiance, we’ll just skip this race. There is no value 
a v a i l a b l e i n t h i s r a c e n o w. E v e n i n # 5 
Shedaresthedevil wins, who is now our top choice, 
the odds have been hurt significantly. We debated for 
a while, but in the end, this was a skip race or us. So, 
just enjoy and watch this one, and we’ll allocate the 
funds elsewhere. 

TICKET #5 

NO BET 

This is one of the best betting races on the card; 
however, we feel pretty confident in a win wager, so 
we didn’t get overly creative here. We both love #6 
Pocket Square, so we went with her to win, thinking 
that she has the best late turn of foot in the race. Let’s 
hope we can get 5-1 on her like her morning line 
suggests. 

Once again, we feel strongly about a win wager in 
this spot. #6 Knicks Go seems to have a tactical 
advantage here, while also earning previous speed 
figures that make him look a bit better than the 
competition. With another short field, a win wager 
makes the most sense.  

Here we go, this is our strongest play on the card. #4 
Domestic Spending is poised to have a big year, 
while looking like a monster in his 4-year-old debut 
last time out. This field is tough; however, we have 
confidence that he will get the job done. 

We debated on this one for a while, finally deciding 
on an exacta that seemed to make the most sense. 
Both of us decided #2 Essential Quality was the 
most likely winner, so we put him on top, with #4 Hot 
Rod Charlie and #6 Known Agenda in the second 
spot. We played it for a heavy $20, hoping to get 
paid well for our opinion if it’s correct. 

That brings us to $400 in total bets. If you followed 
our first four guide articles, you are up a total of $656 
going into this event. Our strongest plays will come 
late in the day, so let’s hope we crush the back half of 
the card. Let’s get a few of these home!

LONGSHOTS TO USE: #1 Nova Rags, 
#6 Caddo River

RACE SHAPE: EXPECT A FAST PACE 

TOP CHOICE: #3 JACKIE’S WARRIOR   

MAJOR THREATS: #2 Drain the Clock, 
#4 Dream Shake

OTHERS: #5 Tulane Tryst

It’s hard to go against Jackie’s Warrior after his brilliant 
Pat Day Mile win last time out. He gets a small cut back in 
distance to 7 furlongs here, which should help him, and 
he’s proven to be ultra-tough to pass in one-turn events. 
Look for him to go to the lead once again and be even 
more difficult to pass at this shorter distance. 

Drain the Clock has plenty of early speed, which he can 
use to his advantage from this outside post position. 
Dream Shake nearly defeated our top choice last time 
out. He could turn the tables if others pressure Jackie’s 
Warrior early. 

He looks to be a bit overmatched in this excellent field; 
however, this is still a horse who has plenty of upside 
when looking at future races.

We should see extremely fast fractions in this one as three 
quality horses will be on the front end.

The stakes action kicks off with the Woody Stephens, 
which drew a solid field of 6. In many ways, this will serve 
as a rematch between Jackie’s Warrior and Dream Shake, 
who ran 1-2 last time out in the Pat Day Mile Stakes (G2) 
at Churchill Downs. 

Nova Rags should get the right pace setup in this spot; 
however, he must improve from a speed figure 
standpoint. Caddo River gets a cut back in distance, 
which seems to be something he needs. He also drew 
outside of all the other speed in the race.

OTHERS: #1 You’re to Blame, #3 Campaign, 
#4 Rocketry 

This horse has really developed into a nice runner at age 
4. He’s been competitive against tougher company at 
Santa Anita and absolutely dominated the competition 
when stretching out in distance to 1 1/2 miles in the 
Tokyo City Cup (G3) last time out. He looked like a 
monster with Prat aboard in that spot, so it’s nice to see 
him back for another ride in this spot. 

Moretti found his home going long on the dirt in 2020; 
however, he comes into this race off of a 9-month break. 
If he’s ready to run, he’ll be tough here. Ajaaweed ran 
well when running long for the first time last time out and 
could improve here. Lone Rock has won 2 straight at this 
distance. 

At one time, any of these would have a big chance here, 
but we haven’t seen their best lately. They’ll need a form 
reversal to have a shot against this group.

This year's event drew a field of 
9 with several logical choices ready to do battle. 

Ry’s the Guy was second to Lone Rock last time out. 
Musical Heart won going long last time out over this track 
in gate-to-wire fashion. He could do it again here if left 
alone on the lead.

It’s hard to find any knock on Search Results. She’s won 3 
of 4 starts, with her only loss coming by a neck in the 
Kentucky Oaks to Malathaat, plus she won the Busher 
Stakes at this distance in what might have been one of 
her most impressive victory. She should be tough to beat 
in this spot with a nice stalking trip. 

Travel Column should enjoy cutting back to a mile in this 
spot. She came up flat in the Kentucky Oaks but is a 
better horse than what she showed. Dayoutoftheoffice 
ran well in her 3-year-old debut, finishing second in the 
Eight Belles Stakes (G2). 

This filly ran well last time out, finishing third in the Eight 
Belles. With some improvement, she can compete with 
this group.

Obligatory stepped up in a big way last time out, 
upsetting the Eight Belles at a big price. She should get a 
nice pace setup here. Miss Brazil has won 3 of 4 races on 
the dirt, with her only loss coming to Search Results in the 
Busher.

You might try to beat this favorite at first glance; however, 
there is no question he has a pace advantage in this spot. 
With a clean break, he should be on the lead, and there 
isn’t a lot of other pace in the race. He also won the 
Shakertown Stakes (G2) last time out, and that was the 
best turf sprint stakes we’ve seen so far this year.

Fast Boat comes into this race hot, winning the Twin 
Spires Turf Sprint (G2) last time out at Churchill Downs. 
Gregorian Chant has won 3 in a row against softer 
company. Got Stormy is the class of the field and runs 
best at this distance. Sombeyay has been solid since 
moving to the Peter Miller barn.

This group just seems to be a bit overmatched here 
based on current forms. Oleksandra won this race last 
year; however, we haven't seen much from her this year.

Subbins returns off of a 
layoff, but O’Neill should have him ready to roll. His best 
race makes him dangerous in this spot.

This has been my horse from the start of the year and she 
hasn’t disappointed yet, winning both starts in 2021. She 
defeated Letruksa (who later defeated Monomoy Girl in 
her next start) 2 starts back and should help control the 
early tempo in this race, making it tough on the others to 
run her  down. 

It’s hard to go against Swiss Skydiver, but her last race 
was not what we normally see from her. She has to 
rebound in this spot. However, she will scratch. Valiance 
was great towards the end of last year and could be 
ready for a big season; however, she will scratch. Letruska 
beat Monomoy Girl last time out, which is all you need to 

This is one of the best fields you’ll see this year for this 
division, so it’s not a knock on these two when I say they 
are outclassed. They just don’t match up to the top 
horses in this race.

This horse made quite an impression last time out at 
Keeneland in her United States debut for new trainer 
Brown. To move her up to a Grade 1 off of that effort 
shows how confident Brown is in the filly. She will need 
some pace to run into here, which could be a problem, 
but there's no doubt that she'll be flying down the stretch 
trying to catch them all late. 

Regal Glory, Tamahere, and Blowout are all Brown entries 
who look formidable. Blowout has a big shot to take this 
field gate to wire. New York Girl should be tough to beat 
if she keeps improving like we’ve seen her do this season. 

On their best days, these horses have a shot, but they just 
looked to be a bit overmatched against this very tough 
field.

Zofelle has been consistent in these types of races all year 
long. Daddy Is a Legend should run well after beating 
allowance runners last time out off the layoff. Summer 
Romance makes her United States debut in this spot.

We’re excited to see Knicks Go back in action in this spot. 
It’s been a long time since he lost a race in this country; 
however, he did finish fourth last time out in the Saudi 
Cup, so he must rebound today. He draws a good 
outside post, while he looks to be the controlling speed 
in the race, so he will be the one they all have to run 
down when turning for home. 

Mischevious Alex has won 3 straight since moving to the 
barn of Saffie Joseph Jr. Dr Post returned to the track 
impressively last time out, disposing of allowance horses 
with ease. He’s won each race with something in reserve. 
Silver State has won 5 straight, including 3 straight stakes 
at Oaklawn Park. 

It’s not like this horse is without a chance; however, this 
field is much tougher than what he’s been facing. It would 
be a big surprise if he won the race.

If you watch the replay of the Old Forester Bourbon Turf 
Classic, then you can see just how good Domestic 
Spending was in that spot. If he progresses off of that 
race, which he should, then they’ll be hard-pressed to 
hold him off here. He has the look of a horse getting 
ready to have a monster season for trainer Chad Brown. 

Gufo ran well in his seasonal debut last time out, finishing 
second to a loose-on-the-lead Channel Cat. He should 
run better in this spot. Colonel Liam has been the best 
turf horse in the country so far this year and ran very well 
against our top choice last time out, which ended in a 
dead heat. 

This group has shown ability in the past but just seems to 
be a bit overmatched here.

Channel Cat won the Man o' War, the local prep 
for this, going gate to wire. Tribhuvan won the Fort Macy

Bourbonic looks a bit overmatched from a numbers 
standpoint, as does Overtook. They both need to 
improve. International runner France Go de Ina was a 
disaster in the Preakness last time out.
