This inside draw should be ideal for a horse that does her 
best running on the lead. Last time out, she got to the 
front early, and simply ran away from the competition, 
winning an allowance over this track in dominant fashion. 
A similar trip certainly seems possible today, which means 
she could be very difficult to run down. 

Miss Jana was second by a head last time out in a similar 
race to this one. Wholelottamo was the winner of the 
previously mentioned race and should be tough again 
today. My Nanny’s a Hoot will move back to the dirt after 
a nice turf allowance victory last time out. 

This group doesn't look to match up from a speed figure 
standpoint. It will take some major improving today for 
them to have a shot.

This horse has won 2 stakes races in a row heading into 
this event, both coming at Delta Downs. His speed 
figures match up very well with this group, which 
suggests he can bring his best race with him to Fair 
Grounds. If he does, he should be tough to hold off down 
the stretch. 

Fiesty Fist should enjoy the stretch out in distance, which 
should help him get back on track. More Memories was a 
nice winner over this track last time out. Unified Report 
has the most class but is inconsistent, and is now 
scratched. Bind Faith should run better in his second start 
against winners. 

This race is fairly wide open, but this group making an 
impact would be a surprise. They look overmatched in 
this spot.

This horse looks to be alone on the lead in this spot and 
is coming off 2 straight impressive victories, with the 
latter against stakes horses. Those races were on the dirt, 
though, so the turf is a question mark. However, dirt 
speed usually translates well to the turf, so we like his 
chances here. 

Classy John and X Clown exit the same race, where they 
ran 1-2 and earned speed figures that make them 
competitive with this group. A Song for Arch must 
rebound from a poor effort last time out, but he should 
do so as he is usually consistent. Alterana has won 5 in a 
row but must move to the turf today. 

This is a relatively wide-open affair, so if one of these 
horses makes an impact it won’t be a huge shock. Still, 
we are against the horses in this group.

Jake the Band Man was third 
last time out in a tough race and should be competitive 
again today.

Lake Lucerne returns off of a layoff today but gets back to 
the turf, which is her best surface. Gam’s Mission has a 
turn of foot that can be deadly but also runs off of a long 
layoff here. Lovely Ride has been solid since moving to 
the turf and runs for Diodoro for the first time today.

This group has some improving to do to compete with 
the top horses in this spot. Any of them making an impact 
would be a surprise.
