This one looks to set up well for horses on the lead, and 
the two likely favorites hold a pace advantage over the 
rest of the field. If Frank’s Rockette and Edgeway control 
the early tempo, then they’ll be tough to catch. 

Let’s take a swing against the favorite with Edgeway, 
who's entering this race off of an impressive allowance 
win at Santa Anita. Her recent workout leading into this 
contest was fantastic and she seems to be progressing 
nicely. She also drew outside the favorite, which should 
be to her advantage. 

Frank’s Rockette makes sense as the favorite after picking 
up a win over this track last time out. She's easily the 
classiest horse in the race. Casual ran into a buzzsaw last 
time out, finishing second to Kamari in the Spring Fever 
Stakes. This race should give her some class relief. 

Best Kept Secret lost several times to the top horses here. 
Mucho Amor failed to impact 2 recent allowances over 
this race track.

There should be plenty of speed up front in this race, 
which is usually the case with 1-mile races at Oaklawn. 
The pace should set up well for runners coming from the 
back of the pack and those who can stalk the pace. 

There is no doubt this horse is best when going 1 mile, 
which was put on full display when he won the Pat Day 
Mile Stakes (G2) 2 starts back at Churchill Downs. He 
makes his 2021 debut in this spot but has been working 
out like a horse who's ready to run, plus he gets Joel 
Rosario aboard. He should the perfect pace setup, and if 
he’s improved at all from last season, then he’ll be tough. 

Wells Bayou runs second off the layoff in this spot, which 
should be to his liking. He also looks like he will get out in 
front of this group. Blackberry Wine won’t be far behind 
after picking up a nice win over this track in his last start. 
By My Standards is the class of the field and had a big 
2020, but this is his first race of the season.

2019 was the last time Long Range Toddy and Gun It 
were at their best. It’s hard to see that trend reversing 
here. Home Base looks outclassed.

Pioneer Spirit runs first off the claim for Mike Maker, 
which is always dangerous. The Sound has powerful 
connections, so he could rebound from a poor effort 
sprinting last time out.

They are going to absolutely fly in this race, as 3 of the 7 
entries can really gun it out of the gate. We’ve also got a 
couple of more that can contend the early pace as well 
and keep the leaders in range. The closers should have 
an advantage here. 

It’s just hard to go against this old pro at his home track. 
Yes, I know he lost to C Z Rocket last time out, but he 
missed a lot of training at Oaklawn Park during the winter 
storm, so he wasn’t fully prepared to go. He should be 
loaded and ready for this one, and if he is, then he should 
get revenge on C Z Rocket this time around. 

No Parole gets back to the dirt for this one, which is 
clearly his best surface. If the pace set up a little better 
for him here, then he’d have a bigger chance to pull the 
upset. C Z Rocket is obviously the major danger here. He 
defeated Whitmore last out in the Hot Springs Stakes in a 
classic match-up. 

Mojo Man picked up an allowance win over this track last 
time out. His stalking running style should fit the pace 
setup. Mr. Jagermeister was no match for the top two in 
this spot last time out.

It looks like a two-horse race up when it comes to the 
pace, as Caddo River and Concert Tour are the only ones 
with real early speed. Concert Tour got the jump on him 
last time out, so it will be interesting to see if that 
happens again. 

Simply put, it looks as though he should destroy this field. 
He made short work of most of these when he dominated 
the Rebel Stakes (G2) while never seeming to get out of 
first gear. Additionally, this will be his second race around 
two turns, so there's a chance we could see improvement 
from him.

Let’s try to find some prices underneath. The “other” 
Baffert, Hozier, seems to be improving with each start. He 
ran well over this track last time out, finishing second in 
the Rebel. Get Her Number should run better in his 
second start off the layoff. With a better trip, he can hit 
the board at a price.  

Super Stock and Last Samurai were both well-beaten in 
their last prep attempt over this track. They have a long 
way to go if they want to turn the tables here.
